1 Cor 3.2-3; 1 Cor 14.20; Matthew 22.37

Formation of the Christian Character
Accumulation of information )
Spiritual insight )
Emotional maturity ) Doctrine is the servant of all of these
Common sense )
Passion/Devotion to God )
Submission of the will to God)

Ignorance of doctrine   -   Christians are handicapped in the formation of character
